Currently, the RWC is the best bet for individual undergraduate tutoring. Staffed by a faculty member and graduate student tutors with extensive teaching experience and backgrounds in various disciplines, students can walk in or schedule an appointment with tutors, who generally meet with students for 20-30 minutes. Scheduled appointments, however, are highly encouraged to help students avoid long waits, particularly during peak semester times. Students may also request the same tutor—the tutor schedule is posted at the Center. Tutors find it VERY helpful to see the teacher's instructions accompanying an assignment, and students will need to bring that and a hard copy of the paper. Students should not expect to cover more than a 5-page paper or 5 pages in any given session. Tutors are more than willing to show students how to correctly format/cite in APA style and will help them understand how to avoid plagiarizing. Students should not think, however, that tutors provide a proofreading service. They offer feedback about paper strengths and weaknesses—including organization, development, and readability—and will help students deal with some of the trickier mechanical issues. The more prepared the student (i.e., bring teacher instructions, know what sections they need most help with, come with questions), the more productive the session. 
Non-Credit Writing Program: For students requiring more intensive writing assistance, a volunteer, non-credit writing program is available for writing improvement, and any classroom instructor may refer students to this program. After students take a diagnostic test, an individual program is prepared for them. Each student works independently on these programs under the supervision of a lab instructor.

The OWL offers support for undergraduate/graduate student writing needs, ranging from answering queries about grammar to full tutorial support for research papers. For brief help on selections of 500 words or less, students may submit directly to OWL. (Turnaround time varies, but students should expect longer waits during peak semester times.) For whole papers, students need to directly contact J. Kelly Byram, MS OWL Outreach Coordinator, with their specific questions and a PDF of their work. Tutoring involving whole papers or larger works needs to be scheduled well in advance of the paper’s due date to allow tutors ample time to provide optimal assistance. 
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
