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COURSE DESCRIPTION
The purpose of this course is to examine multi-system alterations in equilibrium across the lifespan.  Emphasis is on identification of principles from the science of nursing used to support safe and effective management of clients with multi-system illnesses in a variety of settings.  Focus is on synthesis of knowledge from multiple sources to influence client-centered outcomes.
COURSE OBJECTIVES
Upon completion of this course, the student will
1. Evaluate the healthcare needs of clients with multi-system alterations in equilibrium across the lifespan. 

2. Synthesize relevant knowledge from multiple sources in development of plans of care for clients with multi-system alterations.
3. Generate plans of care to facilitate individual and family transition to end of life.

4. Justify interprofessional plans of care to achieve optimal healthcare outcomes.

5. Establish priorities for interventions with clients having multi-system illness.

WEEKLY CLASS SCHEDULE

	Students will examine multiple alterations in equilibrium across the lifespan. Each class will focus on the health care needs and safe and effective nursing and interprofessional care of clients with multi-system illnesses. Class discussion will apply principles learned in previous classes and from examination of current evidence to the case study exemplars and to other clients with similar alterations and a variety of settings in order to provide safe and effective care.

There are no assigned readings for this course from the textbooks. However, students are expected to review content in their textbooks and previous class materials related to the class topics and case study exemplars in preparation for class. They will also select appropriate evidenced-based current journal articles for discussion of the case exemplars. Additional directions for case study presentations will be posted on the E-Learning Sakai website.
