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COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course provides the student with clinical experiences in the  primary care management of older adults experiencing age-related changes in function and complex health comorbidities, and the management of children, adolescents, and adults experiencing health problems and/or women experiencing pregnancy  Emphasis is on the utilization of critical thinking, relevant theories, and evidence-based practice to assess, diagnose, treat and evaluate complex, unstable and chronic health care problems in adult clients.  Students utilize collaboration and appropriate specialty referrals to help clients manage transitions between home, acute care, and chronic care facilities.  
COURSE OBJECTIVES
Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:

1. Integrate knowledge of normal age-related and pathologic changes into the assessment of adult clients.

2. Integrate functional assessment and safe pharmacologic practices into advanced 
nursing practice care for older adults.

3.
Establish priorities in the assessment, diagnoses, and treatment of adults with complex comorbid health problems.
4. Evaluate implementation of evidence-based comprehensive treatment plans for adults with complex comorbidities.

5. Integrate knowledge from health, psychological, physiological and social sciences in the advanced nursing management of children, adolescents, and adults with health problems and/or pregnant women in community-based settings.

6. Integrate legal and ethical principles into decision-making in advanced nursing practice role.

7. Analyze the effects of cultural and economic factors on access to and utilization of health care.

8. Collaborate in the care or referral of clients with complex presentations to facilitate transitions between health care settings.

TEACHING METHODS

      Supervision of clinical practice, individual conferences, and seminar, simulation activity
LEARNING ACTIVITIES


Clinical practice under supervision with selected clients; taking client histories and conducting physical examinations; constructing differential diagnoses and provisional diagnosis; developing treatment plans congruent with evidence-based practice; presenting cases in written and verbal forms to peer groups and interdisciplinary team; writing and dictating medical record activities; analyzing scholarly works to support diagnostic approaches and treatment plan.

Seminar and simulation activities are required elements of the overall learning experience. Students are assigned presentation dates for the seminar. More information specific to the assignment is on the NGR 6612L Canvas web site (we will not be using the seminar website this semester).

This clinical course includes one observed simulated patient experience (OSCE) to be conducted in the Nursing Resource Center (NRC), at the Gainesville campus on July 30th. 

OSCE Day


This experience will allow you to synthesize your knowledge and skills in primary care of adults with complex co-morbidities. Patient presentations will be consistent with material covered in the course. OSCE experiences are scheduled as a four hour block. 

Each student will perform two OSCE patient visits. The visit will consist of the following components: history, physical exam, differential diagnosis, final diagnosis, treatment plan (including prescriptions, nonpharmacologic management, referrals, coordination of care and follow up plan), and charting.  

INTERPROFESSIONAL COLLABORATION
The College of Nursing DNP program will be participating this summer in a mandatory  online interprofessional activity with students from the Public Health degree program. You will be added to a separate Canvas course to participate in this activity.  You will work in small interprofessional teams to address patient safety and quality issues associated with HIV/AIDs in the United States. There are three modules with associated team and individual assignments that will be graded.  Upon satisfactory completion of all assignments, students may claim 6 clinical hours in Typhon. Please log into the Canvas site during the first week of class and make note of deadlines for activities associated with the 3 modules. 
EVALUATION

      Minimum Required Clinical Practice Hours: 144 hours

The following activities must be completed satisfactorily to earn an S grade in this course:
A minimum of 144 or more patient care hours documented on Typhon

Participation in all scheduled live on-line seminars

Submission of 3 satisfactory SOAP notes

On-line submission of satisfactory signed midterm and final clinical evaluation forms
      Submission of Form G on line (evaluation of preceptor and site)

Satisfactory participation in IPE activity. 

Clinical experience will be evaluated through faculty observation, verbal communication with the student, written work, and agency staff reports using a College of Nursing Clinical Evaluation Form.   Faculty reserve the right to alter clinical experiences, including removal from client care areas, of any student to maintain patient safety and to provide instructional experiences to support student learning.

Evaluation will be based on achievement of course and program objectives using a College of Nursing Clinical Evaluation Form.  All areas are to be rated.  A rating of Satisfactory represents satisfactory performance and a rating of Unsatisfactory represents unsatisfactory performance.  The student must achieve a rating of Satisfactory in each area by completion of the semester in order to achieve a passing grade for the course.  A rating of less than satisfactory in any of the areas at semester end will constitute an Unsatisfactory course grade.

The faculty member will hold evaluation conferences with the student and clinical preceptor at each site visit. The faculty member will document or summarize each conference on the Clinical Evaluation Form or Incidental Advisement Record.  This summary will be signed by the faculty member and student.  Mid-rotation evaluation conferences will be made available to each student.  Final evaluation conferences with the faculty member are mandatory and will be held during the last week of each clinical rotation.  A student may request additional conferences at any time by contacting the clinical faculty.

Students also assess their learning experience using Clinical Site Assessment Form G.  Completed Form G is submitted under Assignments tab in Canvas. At the end of the clinical experience the student completes a self-evaluation and the faculty member completes a student evaluation using the College of Nursing Clinical Evaluation Form.

MAKE UP POLICY
