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COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course provides the student with knowledge and clinical experience in advanced health assessment of diverse clients across the life span within the context of the advanced practice role.  Emphasis is on acquisition and analysis of relevant data for the development of a comprehensive and holistic assessment.  A major focus is on the symptom/health problem assessment and selection and interpretation of screening and diagnostic tests in order to formulate a differential diagnosis.
COURSE OBJECTIVES
Upon completion of this course the student will be able to:
1. Demonstrate proficiency in performing comprehensive health assessments including risk assessment.

2. Demonstrate proficiency in performing focused health assessments.

3. Perform a risk assessment of the client that takes into consideration life circumstance and cultural, ethnic, and developmental variations.

4. Organize and present holistic health assessment data.
5. Differentiate normal physiological alterations from pathological findings.

6. Demonstrate proficiency in performing symptom/health problem assessments based on selected chief complaints.
7. Utilize the diagnostic reasoning process in the selection and interpretation of appropriate screening and diagnostic tests.

TEACHING METHODS

Online lectures, discussion, clinical skill demonstration, simulation exercises, audiovisual materials, and case studies.  This course will utilize a simulation lab for practice of assessment skills, not actual clinical settings with patients.

Readings, skills practice, case studies, and papers
ShadowHealth Case Studies: Case studies must be done individually. Case studies will have 5% per day deducted for late submissions. Case studies will be graded, and results posted within 7 days. The case study grades will be from the DCE (Digital Clinical Experience) score, as generated by ShadowHealth.
